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Using the Save Movie Wizard
1. Name the movie.

a. The file name of a movie can be different than the title, which is under File>Properties.
2.  Choose where on the computer to save the file.

3.  Click Next, and Let’s look closely at the Movie Setting Screen:  where you will control the file size of your finished movie and the amount of compression applied to it.


a. Four Main Components



i. Best quality: produces a WMV (Windows Media Video) file that optimizes use of space available on the hard drive.

ii. Setting Details:  shows details of the settings that will be used.  You can alter these using the Show more choices button, to change the estimated file size/ quality of your movie.
I.  Lists the factors influenced by the chosen compression setting for your movie. (See Compression:  What Determines File Size and Quality? handout.)

B. bit rate





C. display size





D. aspect ratio





E. fps

iii. Movie File Size:  Displays:

1.)The Estmated space required to compress the file at the chosen setting or CODEC, and 
2.) The Estimated space available on the hard drive.

iv. Show more choices:  expands or collapse the menu at the top of the screen to allow for:

1.) Best fit to file size (allowing for specification of file size through use of drop-down boxes) and 
2.) Other Settings (provides a list of pre-set compression settings for any number of circumstances

4.  Make your compression setting choices and click Next.

5.  Wait for the progress bar to finish.

6.  Answer whether you’d like to play the movie when you close the wizard.

7.  Your movie is now on your hard drive.
