Taking better video - - What do you want to shoot?

Think about:

· Subject matter

· Angles

· Framing through nature

· Tight shots - -did we mention take more tight shots?  

· Connect the dots

· Example: Walking through the frame 

· Watch for repetitive activity 

· golf swing, pottery making, tai chi

· Shoot in sentences – 8-10 seconds

· Leave a few seconds to cut off the beginning and end of the clip where the camera is likely to move

· Stop the camera before you move it.

· Set up each shot

Bread and Butter shots

· Signs that tell the viewer where you are

· Beautiful day/rainy day

· Traffic – sound and noise

What is B-Roll?

· Still or video images that reinforce what your interviewee says

· Take medium and tight shots
- lots of tight shots

· Later these images will be shown on screen with the audio of the interview in the background.

1. Using your storyboard as a guide, video tape the images that enhance your story.

2. Capture natural sounds that enhance your story.

3. Remember to take wide, medium and tight shots

4. Remember to take action and reaction shots

5. Frame your shots though nature and from interesting angles.

6. Download the video to your laptop

7. Add American Memory images if appropriate

8. Edit the story to add the images over the interview

9. Add music as appropriate

10. Add titles at the beginning and end of your movie
