	The foundation of any of the various web-based activities 

	Guided Tour
	Teachers find Internet resources for students to use in advance of class, provide them to students in any of the following ways:

· A folder under a single topic containing bookmarks to the web pages
· A web page with links for students to follow

· A guided tour hand-out with the links on it to have each student type in the URL's and write in answers
	· A heavily controlled web-based activity stressing discovery and analysis 

· Builds research skills

· Can help with reading comprehension



	Scavenger Hunt
	· Students can discover answers to questions using links a teacher may have previously investigated and then provided
· Students can be directed to age-oriented search engines only, like Yahooligans
	· Less controlled than a guided tour

· Practice with brainstorming

· Develops Internet searching skills

	WebQuest
	· Constructed around a scenario of interest to students

· Project-oriented 

· Divided into sections that include an Introduction, a Process, a Task, a list of Resources, a Conclusion, and method of Evaluation

· Includes a Teacher Resources section, including lesson plan
	Self-paced, encapsulated internet-based lesson

	H-L WebQuest
	Retains all the qualities of a simple WebQuest, but introduces role playing as an additional characteristic
	Requires students to use higher-level thinking skills
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
