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Introduction
Use the introductory page to state the purpose of the WebQuest.  Who should complete this WebQuest?  What will the students learn?   State the primary question(s) that will be answered by completing this WebQuest.  Is the WebQuest interdisciplinary?
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	If your WebQuest is about a place, include some general information, a picture, and/or audio files.  
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	If it is about a person, describe something about the person that gives general background to the students.
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	If you are creating a scenario with opposing points of view, describe the views briefly.   


Remember, you want to interest the students in pursuing this WebQuest.
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The Task

What is the task the student must undertake?  Is he/she working alone, with a partner, or in a small group?   Will he/she provide information/solutions to a specific question(s) or will he/she provides a point of view or a piece of the larger solution for the group to consider when drawing conclusions?


Divide the task up into parts, either by using role playing or giving a piece of the total question to each group (or individual).  Younger students may work together to gather information that can be utilized later by the whole class to draw conclusions and form opinions about the question(s) being studied.


Build the WebQuest around a scenario.  Students love to pretend.  Be sure it is age appropriate and of interest to your students.
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Process
State each step that a student must undertake to complete the WebQuest.  List some guiding questions, if appropriate.  

     
Include a list of all the resources the student can use to research information that will guide him/her to find an answer to the question(s) being studied.  Be sure to include links to age appropriate websites that you have previewed.

    
 How will their conclusions be shared?  Will the students create a product (ie.  a multimedia presentation, pamphlet, report, oral presentation, webpage, etc.)
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Evaluation

Provide students with a clear understanding of the grading criteria which will be used to evaluate their efforts.
What will students do with the knowledge?  How will you assess that knowledge?  Will they complete a product based on the information.
