
Twenty Upstate Students Inducted in Alpha Sigma Lambda National Honor Society

In 2005, the University of South Carolina Upstate was granted a chapter of Alpha Sigma Lambda 
National Honor Society, the oldest and largest honor society devoted to the recognition of non-
tradional students pursuing higher education.  Alpha Sigma Lambda National Honor Society was 
established in 1945 to honor superior scholarship of nontraditional students.  The University held 
an induction ceremony on Friday, April 21, 2006 from 6:00 to 7:30 pm at the University Center of 
Greenville, where inductees shared why they decided to return to college to earn a degree and 
how they are achieving academic success.  Dr. John Stockwell, Chancellor, presided over the 
induction ceremony. 

Membership in Alpha Sigma Lambda is an extraordinary achievement as only the top ten 
percent of non-traditional students at USC Upstate have been extended an invitation.  Selection 
of non-traditional students for this honor is based on academic hours earned, grades earned for 
USC Upstate coursework, and grades earned for all academic work in college.  Students have 
been invited to nominate faculty who have been especially supportive to them in returning to 
college as an adult.
