The meeting opened with an acknowledgement that minutes from the September meeting had been emailed to all members.  Open House feedback was very good; it was agreed that the speaker was very helpful on preparing for college.  Fall break will be October 20-21; there will be no college classes on these days but students who are taking high school classes must attend.  Ms. DeLoach and Ms. Grant will be offering a SAT Workshop for teachers on October 20; this helps the visibility of the Scholars Academy and helps give back to the community.  Community Service Day will be October 20th;  the majority of scholars have signed up to participate.  Ms. DeLoach urged parents to carpool if transportation is an issue to and from the volunteer site.  Ms. DeLoach reminded the board that all scholars must still attend their afternoon classes at their home high school that day.  Report cards will be mailed out on Friday, October 21.
Newsletter #3 will be sent out by Ms. DeLoach and will include an exam schedule.  Brooke Troxell, a junior at BSHS and in the scholars academy is writing a student article on extra-curriculars of Scholars.  This may be helpful information in relaying to prospective scholars and parents down the road.
Ms. DeLoach was glad that many parents on the board participated in the video project that will be mailed to junior high and middle schools about the Scholars Academy to be shown to interested 8th grade students and their parents.
The current number of scholars is 104.  A curriculum chart was distributed to the board.  
The application process for Cohort 6 is underway.  There will be 3 informational meetings for 8th graders and parents on 11/29, 12/13, and 1/17.  Parents on the board are strongly encouraged to come to these meetings for the question and answer time at the end.  The meetings are from 7 to 8 and the Q and A time will begin about 7:45.  Due to these meetings the board will not formally meet in the months of November and December.  In January there will be a short board meeting at 6:30, immediately preceding the informational meeting that night at 7.  The board meeting will be in CLC room 309 (next to ballroom), so that members can more easily attend the informational meeting.
