Mission of the Scholars Academy
The mission of the Scholars Academy is to attract and graduate students with a life-long passion for learning and compassion for others, and enable them to translate academic study and personal concern into effective leadership and action in their communities and the world. 

Scholars Academy Partners


The Scholars Academy has been formed in direct partnership with the University of South Carolina Upstate and the Spartanburg County School Districts. Students will also take courses and participate in extra-curricular activities at their home schools.

Five Strategic Goals

The mission will be achieved through 5 strategic goals:

South Carolina State Department of Education Diploma Requirements
Below are descriptions of the different types of high school diploma program documents that can be awarded and the requirements that a student must meet in order to qualify to receive each particular type of document.
S.C. HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA

• For a student to receive a state high school diploma, the student must: (1) complete a minimum of twenty-four units of credit as prescribed by the state; and, (2) meet the standard on all subtests of the Exit Examination– High School Assessment Program (HSAP).

• The prescribed unit requirements for a state high school diploma are as follows: language arts, four; math, four; physical education or JROTC, one; U.S. history,

one; economics, one-half; American government, one-half; other social studies, one; science, three; computer science, one; foreign language or career and technology education, one; and electives, seven.

ACADEMIC HONORS AWARD

• For a student to receive an Academic

Achievement Honors Award, the student must: (1) complete twenty-four units of high school credit as prescribed; (2) meet the

standard on all subtests of the Exit Examination; (3) receive a minimum grade of “B” for each semester course in grades 9-12 through the seventh semester; and (4)
 achieve either a score of 710 on the SAT verbal or a score of 690 on the SAT math, or an ACT score of 30 on English or 33 on mathematics. OR – (1) complete twenty-four

units of high school credit as prescribed;

(2) be eligible for graduation  with a state high school diploma; and (3) have a combined score of 1400 on the SAT verbal and math sections, or an ACT composite score of 31.

• Of the twenty-four units earned, eighteen units must be college preparatory coursework, four units in additional electives, and two units in one or more of the following: English, science, social studies, or mathematics.

• College preparatory coursework includes: English [English I or above] (four units); mathematics [Algebra I or above] (four units); laboratory science (three units); social studies [United States/South Carolina studies, economics/government, and one unit of global studies/world history, global studies/world geography, or western civilization] (three units); computer science (one unit); physical education (one unit); and foreign language (two units).

Entrance Requirements
for South Carolina Public Colleges and Universities

FOUR UNITS OF ENGLISH: At least two units must have strong grammar and composition components, at least one must be in English literature, and at least one must be in American literature. Completion of College Preparatory English I, II, III, and
IV will meet this criterion.

FOUR UNITS OF MATHEMATICS: These include Algebra I (for which Applied Mathematics I and II may count together as a substitute if a student successfully completes Algebra II), Algebra II, and Geometry. A fourth higher-level mathematics course should be selected from among Algebra III/

Trigonometry, Precalculus, Calculus, Statistics, Discrete Mathematics, or a capstone mathematics course and should be taken during the senior year.

THREE UNITS OF LABORATORY SCIENCE: Two units must be taken in two different fields of the physical or life sciences and selected from among biology, chemistry, or physics. The third unit may be from the same field as one of the first two units (biology, chemistry, or physics) or from any laboratory science for which biology and/or chemistry is a prerequisite. Courses in earth science, general physical science, or introductory or general environmental science for which biology and/or chemistry is not a prerequisite will not meet this requirement. It is strongly recommended that students take physical science (taught as a laboratory science) as a prerequisite to the three required units of laboratory science outlined in this section. It is also strongly recommended that students desiring to pursue careers in science, mathematics, engineering or technology take one course in all three fields.

TWO UNITS OF THE SAME FOREIGN LANGUAGE

THREE UNITS OF SOCIAL SCIENCE: One unit of U.S. History is required; a half unit of Economics and a half unit in Government are required for graduation.

ONE UNIT OF FINE ARTS: One unit in Appreciation of, History of, or Performance in one of the fine arts.

ELECTIVE: One unit must be taken as an elective. A college preparatory course in Computer Science (i.e., one involving significant programming content,
not simply keyboarding) is strongly recommended for this elective. Other acceptable electives include college preparatory courses in English; Fine Arts; Foreign Languages; Social Science Humanities; Laboratory Science (excluding earth science, general physical science, general environmental science, or other introductory science course for which biology and/or chemistry is not a prerequisite); or Mathematics above the level of Algebra II.
ONE UNIT OF PHYSICAL EDUCATION OR ROTC

NOTE: 1. Each institution may make exceptions in admitting (a) students who do not meet all of the prerequisites, limited to those individual cases in which the failure to meet one or more prerequisites is due to circumstances beyond the reasonable control of the student; or, (b) students who have taken the Tech Prep (Applied Academics) courses rather than the required college preparatory curriculum described above and who meet all other institutional admissions criteria. 2. The College Preparatory Course Prerequisite Requirements are minimal requirements for four-year public college admission. Therefore, students should check early with colleges of their choice to plan to meet additional high school prerequisites that might be required for admission. 3. It is the responsibility of each school district to disseminate this set of requirements to entering freshmen students interested in pursuing a four-year college degree in South Carolina upon graduation from high school and to provide the web address for their viewing: http:// www. c h e . s c . g o v / N e w _ We b / G o i n g To C o l l e g e /CollPrepPrereq.htm. Please note the __ (underscore) character between the words “New” and “Web” in the URL. 4. This revision of the College Preparatory Course Prerequisite Requirements shall be fully implemented for students entering colleges and universities as freshmen beginning in Fall 2011. In the interim period, either the 2003-04 version of the Prerequisites or the version approved by the Commission on October 5, 2006, is acceptable.

Only letter grades are reported on the college transcript. Number grades are reported on the high school transcript. The scales are also different. Thus, a grade point conversion is necessary. 

Grades


Students enrolled in The Scholars Academy and their parents agree to abide by all policies established in the Academy with regard to academic performance of students.  These expectations are communicated to parents at the time of the selection interview, and parents and students sign a statement of agreement upon acceptance into the Academy.

All students in The Scholars Academy are expected to maintain As and Bs in all courses taken through the Academy (and through their respective schools).  Every effort will be made through tutoring and mentoring services, study groups, seminars, and special help sessions to ensure that students are successful in all Academy coursework.  Parents will be able to access information on student performance via blackboard, report cards, and/or updates from the Academy Director.  Students who make a C as a final grade in any course offered through the Academy are placed on academic probation.  Academic probation remains in place throughout the semester following the semester in which the C was made. During the probationary semester, the student must maintain As and Bs as final grades in all Academy coursework.  Failure to do so will result in dismissal from the Academy.  If the student successfully completes the probationary semester, then academic probation will expire. A student may be placed on academic probation no more than twice during his/her Academy career.

Any student who makes a final course grade of D or F or makes multiple Cs in Academy coursework in a given semester will be dismissed from the Academy.   

Students to be placed on academic probation or to be dismissed based on academic performance will undergo an advisement or exit conference at which one or both parents, the Academy Director, the University Liaison, and the student will be present.  At the conclusion of the conference, all parties will sign the advisement/exit document.

Report Cards

Report cards will be issued from the director of the Scholars Academy for all courses taken at USC Upstate twice each semester. These course grades may also appear on the report card issued by the student’s home school at the end of each nine weeks. These grades are reported to the home schools by the director.

Exams/End of Course Tests


Honors Courses:   Cumulative examinations are given in all honors courses at the end of each semester. Exams will be given to students only at the assigned times. No exams will be given early without the approval of the director and then only in cases where late make-up is impossible or impractical. Students who miss an exam must make it up within two weeks of the end of the semester. Exams for honors courses will count 10% of the final grade for the course, except in courses where the state-mandated end of course test is administered. The end of course test will count 20% of the grade for the course. All freshmen will take an end of course exam in US History. Freshmen (who did not do so previously) will take an end of course exam in English I. Sophomores (who did not do so previously) will take an end of course test in Physical Science. After taking Biology 101, students will take the SC end of course test. 
College Courses: Exams for university courses will comply with guidelines in the course syllabus. 
AP Exams

Students taking AP courses at the Academy will take the corresponding AP Exam in May at their home school. This year, AP Calculus, AP Language, and AP Literature are scheduled for some Scholars.
Other Testing Needed


Scholars will need to take other standardized tests as outlined below. Students should meet with their guidance counselors at their home schools about registering for these tests.  Test data is required for the program’s federal funding. Therefore, test results will be shared with the director by the home schools for this purpose.  
ACT
Juniors should take the ACT & SAT this year.


PLAN  Sophomores may take PLAN (practice for ACT) in Fall 2010. Should be taken at the home school if offered there. 


SAT
Sophomores should take the SAT in the spring of 2010.


HSAP
Sophomores are required to take the HSAP (SC’s Exit Exam) in April 2011 at their home school at no cost.


PSAT
Freshmen may choose to take the PSAT if offered at the home school in Fall 2010.


MAP
Freshmen must take a fall and a spring MAP test in reading and algebra at their home school at no cost.  
Parent/Teacher Conferences


Parents may schedule a conference with a professor or the director if needed. To schedule a conference, the parent must contact the Scholars Academy director at 503-5506 or mdeloach@uscupstate.edu. Ms. DeLoach should also be contacted regarding any questions or concerns including grades, assignments, etc., for any course at any time of the semester. Contact information for other professors will be located on the individual course syllabus.
Blackboard


All teachers of honors courses use Blackboard, an online communication service through USC. Class assignments, grades and other information will be posted on Blackboard. Students will be given instructions the first week of school on how to access this service from a home computer. Parents may obtain the student username and password from their students.

Some college professors use Blackboard. See individual professor. 

Field Trips

Appropriately planned field trips provide an additional educational option for Spartanburg Scholars Academy students.  Although most field trips will take place within the borders of South Carolina, there may, on occasion, be trips that provide more expanded travel horizons.  All trips are optional for academy students and will usually involve some expense component to be borne by the student.  

Parents will be informed of field trip options and of the cost component to allow sufficient lead time for planning.  All field trips will be jointly reviewed for academic content and approved by the Academy Director and the University Liaison.  Any overnight field trips will require the additional approval of the Executive Board.

Adult chaperones will be required for every 12 students on day trips.  Overnight trips will require adult chaperones for every 8 students. Chaperones will be appropriately screened using school district background check protocols.  Choice of chaperones will be at the discretion of the Academy Director and the field trip coordinator.  

Parental permission forms will be signed by parents and collected in advance of any field trip.  No student will be allowed to participate on a field trip without a parental permission form on file.

Field trip transportation will be arranged through a reputable third party and will include appropriate insurance coverage.  
Students with Special Health Care Needs


Students with Individual Education Plans or Individual Health Plans should provide the director a copy of the IEP or IHP. Ms. DeLoach should also be included in any IEP or 504 meetings at the student’s home school. Accommodations stated in the IEP will also be made for the student while on campus at USC Upstate. A copy of the accommodations will also be kept on file in the University’s Disabilities Services office on campus.
Textbooks


Textbooks for each Scholars Academy course at USC Upstate will be provided at no cost to the student. Students are expected to take care of the books issued to him/her. If a textbook is lost or damaged, the student to whom the textbook was assigned is responsible. Damaged books which can not be reissued must be paid for at full replacement cost. A student is charged the full price of the book and issued another one if a book is lost. Textbooks will be issued by the director the first day of each semester and turned in to the director upon completion of each course.

ID Cards

Students will have university identification cards made during the first week of school when an official photo ID picture will be taken. This ID card will be used for lunch, for library access, and for other campus activities, such as admittance to sporting and cultural events. The USC Upstate Bookstore provides identification cards for all students at USC Upstate. Each student will be provided the first ID card at no cost but each additional card will cost $25. Cards are automatically activated each semester. During a student's tenure at USC Upstate, the initial card is a valid one. ID cards are required to check out books in the library as well as for entry at certain events. Scholars must have their IDs while on campus at all times.
Library Use


Students will have a university ID card which will allow them access to the campus library. Students will receive an orientation to the library during the first weeks of school. Each student is also awarded 500 copies per year on his ID for use of computer printers in the library. Scholars may use the library any time except during a scheduled class.

Security of Personal Belongings

Students do not need to bring large sums of money or valuable items to USC Upstate. The university cannot be responsible for loss of clothing, money, books, and valuables or for other items which are unsecured. Each student will be responsible for taking all belongings to each class. Students who must bring instruments or gym bags to Upstate may store them in the offices of Mrs. Grant (218) or Mrs. Greenway (220). Cubbies will not be issued this year. 
Internet Policy/Code of Conduct
Computers are a valuable resource on campus and are to be used for academic purposes only. Non-academic computer needs such as personal email, chat, and other recreational uses are prohibited for Scholars Academy students. The Internet/World Wide Web consists of a global and highly diverse user population, and varies widely in information content and quality. The USC Upstate Library primarily serves an adult population and abides by the ALA Library Bill of Rights. Therefore, the library does not censor access to materials or protect users from information they might find offensive. Parents of minors must assume responsibility for their children’s use of the Internet as they would with any other information found in the USC Upstate Library. Scholars will also use laptops in the classroom which are programmed with a content-blocker like that at the home schools. 

Scholars Academy students are expected to act responsibly, ethically and legally in accordance with the following Internet Code of Conduct, the mission and purposes of other networks accessed on the Internet, and the laws of the states and the United States. Use of the USC Upstate network shall be in support of education and research that is consistent with the mission and goals of the Scholars Academy. Students must adhere to the following rules of conduct:
• Use the network in such a way that your use does not disrupt its use by others.

• Maintain your personal files and data. Modifying or copying files/data of other users without their consent is not permitted.

• Be ethical and courteous. Defamatory, harassing or obscene mail or discriminatory remarks are not allowed on the network.

• Treat information created by others as the private property of the creator. Respect copyrights.

• Use the network to access only educationally relevant material.

• When accessing information that requires a password, protect your password from others and refrain from using the password of others.

• Refrain from destroying, modifying or abusing computer hardware or software. “Hacking” the system is not permitted.

• Refrain from using the network for commercial purposes.

• Respect the privacy of others.

• Protect yourself by not giving out personal information such as your last name, home address, phone number, or social security number.

Computer cabinets will remain locked unless computers are being used by a Scholars Academy class. Scholars may request to use a computer during an independent study, seminar, study group, or online course only. Scholars Academy computers may not be used for taking notes during lecture in class. Computers need to be neatly stored in the cabinet and plugged in. 
Students may bring their own laptops to campus. However, these same regulations apply to personal computer use during Academy hours. The University nor the Academy is responsible for damage or loss of a personal computer or other technological equipment a Scholar chooses to bring on campus. 

The director reserves the right to deny access to any student if it is determined that he/she is engaged in unauthorized activity or is violating this code of conduct. Any Scholars Academy student using campus computers for non-academic purposes or for access to inappropriate sites will lose internet privileges on campus for the remainder of the year and may be removed from the program. 
Lunch

Students will have a lunch break at USC Upstate each MWF from 12-12:30 p.m. and TTh 12:05-12:30 pm. At 12 p.m. students will walk to the CLC, Smith, or HEC for lunch. Students may only go in the CLC cafeteria if they purchase a full meal. Students will be supervised in Smith and CLC. Students should choose the option for lunch which meets their needs both logistically and economically.

Students not picked up by 12:45 p.m. will be taken to the director’s office in the Library building to contact parents/guardians. Students should arrive at their home school by 1 p.m. each day. 
A district bus will depart from each home school each morning. Parents should contact the school district transportation office for morning departure time from the home school for bus transportation to USC Upstate. All buses will pick up at USC Upstate at 12:30 each day to transport students back to the home schools. 
Student Driving Policy


Due to their schedules, senior Scholars Academy students ONLY may drive to and park on campus with an appropriate decal issued by Campus Police. Other Scholars may be issued a one-day parking permit for Teacher Workdays and Spring Break when school bus transportation is not available. (Remember, Scholars must attend college courses which meet on these days even though no high school classes are held.) The University has a new parking decal system; therefore, last year’s decals will not enable Scholars to park on campus this fall. One-day permits must be approved by and obtained from by the director. 
Accidents and Emergencies


In case of an accident, minor first aid will be administered by the director. If it is serious, every effort will be made to contact the parent/guardian. If, however, we are unable to reach the parent/guardian, the director will follow the directions on the student health form to secure an individual to pick up the student. If a student requires medical attention beyond first aid and the director is unable to reach a parent/guardian, the director will call 911 and notify the parent as soon as possible. The health forms will also be on file with the University’s Health Services who will also serve as emergency response and stabilization pending EMS arrival.

Medication Guidelines

1. Parents must sign the student health form to grant permission for the director to administer the following over-the-counter medications while on campus:  Tylenol and Advil for minor pain; Benadryl for emergencies; Anbesol for minor toothache; Caladryl lotion for minor skin irritations; Chloroseptic spray/lozenges for throat pain; and antibiotic ointment for minor abrasions. No medications will be given without signed parent permission.

2. Prescription medications are the responsibility of the student. However, if a student needs to take a prescription medication while on campus, a written note of explanation and permission must be presented to the director prior to the student taking the medication.
3. All emergency medication needs such as insulin, etc., must be arranged with the director.

Campus Safety


Scholars Academy students will have adult supervision while on campus although students will NOT be escorted to class in other buildings or to the library downstairs. Consent of a teacher is required prior to leaving the classroom. Most classes (unless noted on the schedule) are held on the 2nd floor of the Library building or next door in the Smith or Media buildings. Between classes, students may go downstairs to the vending machines only. College dormitories and other student buildings on campus are off-limits. Any violations of these safety guidelines may result in immediate expulsion from the Scholars Academy. 
Attendance


Absences are counted in each individual class, in accordance to state law, Regulation R43-274. In order to receive credit for courses in high school, students may not be absent from a class more than 5 days for semester-long courses, unless the absences are excused by a medical doctor. If a student is absent for any reason, a written note must be sent to the director upon the student’s return. In order for the absence to be excused (not to count toward the 5 day limit), a written note from a medical doctor must be sent to the director. Absences due to a school activity for the Scholars Academy or home school will not count toward the 5 day limit. All absences from a Scholars Academy class will be reported to the student’s home school. The student is subject to all truancy and other attendance regulations at his/her home school. The student must also abide by any attendance requirements for individual college-level courses on campus as outlined on course syllabus. Please review the academic calendar in this handbook for dates of honors & AP classes, college classes, and classes at the home school. 
Honors & AP high school teachers will record attendance for each of their classes on the class attendance card. Cards will be submitted to data collection by 1 p.m. each day.
Notify professors prior to absences when applicable.
Late Arrivals 

Students arriving late should report directly to the class scheduled at time of arrival. Habitual tardiness to a class may result in probation in the Scholars Academy.

Early Dismissals


Students who need to leave campus prior to 12:30 must notify the director prior to early dismissal. A parent/guardian must write a note or send an email including the time of and reason for the dismissal. Students must discuss early dismissals with and present the parent note to the director between classes. Students must sign out on the form on the director’s office door at Room 224 Library before leaving campus. No student will be dismissed early on a regular school day without written or verbal explanation from a parent. 
Make-up Work


If a student misses a class, it is his/her responsibility to see the teacher/professor upon returning to school about make-up assignments and/or tests. All work for honors courses should be made up within five school days. Make-up work for university courses will comply with guidelines in the course syllabus. 
Tardy Policy


Students should be in class on time ready to begin. Those who are not will be considered tardy. Students have 10 minutes between most classes. 

For Honors or AP classes: When a student arrives late to class, the teacher will note the tardy on the class attendance card. The following consequences will result as tardies are accrued:

1st offense:  Warning


2nd offense: Lunch detention & Parent Notification


3rd offense: Parent/Student Conference with referring teacher & Written Referral to Director 


4th offense: Written Referral to Director & Parent/student conference with Director




    Student will be placed on Probation for at least the remainder of the semester.


Further inappropriate conduct while on Probation may result in expulsion from the Academy. 
The student must also abide by the tardy policy for individual college-level courses on campus. Professors should report habitual tardies to the director for intervention purposes. 
Fall Break Policy

During USC Upstate’s College Fall Break October 14-15: 

Freshmen & Sophomores: Report to USC Upstate as usual for honors classes.

Seniors & Juniors: Conduct community service projects, or help with tutoring other Scholars and publication work at Upstate.

Spring Break Policy

During USC Upstate’s Spring Break:  March 6-13
College classes will not meet this week. However, a professor of a contracted college course for The Scholars Academy may request class time during this week as needed. 
Students will report to the Scholars Academy at the regular time for their honors & AP high school classes, however. 

Field trips and other special programs may also be planned this week for the Scholars. 
Seniors & juniors not taking AP classes will conduct community service projects, or help with tutoring other Scholars and publication work at Upstate.
During Spartanburg County Schools Spring Break:  March 28-31, April 1
Contracted college classes that consist of only Scholars Academy students will not meet this week. 

Blended college classes which include Scholars Academy students and other college students will meet this week. Scholars in these courses are required to attend class. Scholars must discuss any absence from these classes with the professor. 
All seniors & juniors will attend all college classes. Only freshmen & sophomores in blended college classes will attend those classes this week.
Transportation is not provided. 
No Honors or AP high school classes will be held at the Scholars Academy this week. 
Messages

Only emergency messages from parents/guardians to students are delivered on campus. Contact the Director at 978-2354 regarding any emergencies.

Deliveries to Students

No gift items, food, or non-essential items should be delivered to students while on campus.

Inclement Weather Policy

If his/her home school closes due to inclement weather, the Scholar is not expected to report to USC Upstate but should notify his/her college professors of the reason for his absence. 

If all Spartanburg County School Districts close due to inclement weather, the Scholars Academy will close as well. 


If his/her home school is delayed opening due to inclement weather, the Scholar will report to the Scholars Academy late per his/her school’s schedule.  


If the University closes due to inclement weather, the Scholars Academy will be closed as well. 

In case of inclement weather, please check local radio and television news channels for school closings or delays. The director will also send emails regarding closings and delays to all students as soon as possible. Students and parents may also contact the Director at 978-2354. 

All excused absences from college courses due to inclement weather will be at the discretion of the college professor.
Student Behavior


Scholars Academy students are held to a high standard and are expected to represent the Academy in a positive manner. Students who fail to do so will return to their home schools, regardless of their academic standing. Students are also subject to the disciplinary codes of their home schools as well as USC Upstate while on campus.
Part One: The Scholars Academy Discipline Policy

Part One of this policy refers to students in the Scholars Academy who 
receive disciplinary actions at their home schools.
Procedure: 

The home school principal or assistant principal will notify the Academy Director when a Scholar has received in-school or out-of-school suspension for any offenses based on the home school’s discipline code.  

Subsequently, the student will be subject to the following Scholars Academy policy:

In-School Suspension: 

1. A student will not attend any classes at USC Upstate on the days in which he has been assigned ISS at his home school. The student will report directly to the home school in the morning and will serve ISS the full day. This policy will be enforced regardless of the offense.

Out-of-School Suspension:

1. A student will not attend any classes at USC Upstate on the days in which he has been suspended out of school at his home school for any offense. 

2. If recommended for expulsion by his home school administration, a student may also be expelled from the Scholars Academy based on the behavior which warranted OSS at his home school. 

3. A student may be recommended for expulsion from the Scholars Academy based on repetitive behaviors warranting OSS at his home school. 

4. A student will be expelled from the Scholars Academy if he is expelled from his home school. 

Make-up Work:

1. The Director will email the student any missed assignments and other class work for Scholars Academy courses on the day(s) of suspension.

2. For dual credit courses, make-up work may be completed at the discretion of the University professor. See policy on individual course syllabus. 
Part Two: The Scholars Academy Discipline Policy

Part Two of this policy refers to students in the Scholars Academy who
violate the rules of conduct while at USC Upstate or during any Scholars Academy sponsored event on or off campus.
The following rules of conduct should be followed at all times:

· Be respectful of teachers, peers, the classroom and its property, and USC Upstate’s campus at all times.

· Remain attentive in class, participate, and never distract other students or disrupt the teaching environment.

· Be very quiet in the hallways and stairwells of all campus buildings.

· Refrain from using inappropriate language or gestures.

· No drugs, drinking, smoking, or fighting while on the USC Upstate campus.

Cell Phones, Music Players (IPOD, MP3, etc.), Pagers, and other Electronic Devices


Telecommunication devices and other electronics must be turned off and out of sight during all classes on campus. Students must not interfere with the instructional program or interfere with a campus activity in utilizing these devices. If a student violates this policy, the device will be taken from the student and may be picked up by the parent/guardian. The parent/guardian will be notified by the director. Continued violations may result in the student being placed on probation.

Dress Code
All clothing must be appropriate and non-distracting for an educational setting. Any clothing item deemed offensive or disruptive to the educational process by the director or other faculty/staff will result in disciplinary action as outlined below. 
Appropriate Attire for School:

1. Dresses, skirts and shorts must be mid-thigh, finger-tip length, or longer.

2. Shirts with sleeves are required for young men.

3. Straps on young ladies’ tops must be the width of “three fingers.”

4. Clothing must cover all underwear.

5. Appropriate footwear must be worn at all times.

6. Shirts must be long enough so that when arms are raised above the head, the midriff area does not show.

Inappropriate Attire for School:

1. Sunglasses unless medically prescribed

2. Headgear, of any type, inside the building. Unless medically prescribed, these items will be confiscated.

3. Sagging pants

4. Bare midriffs and backs

5. See-through garments

6. Tube tops, halter tops, tops with spaghetti straps, tops with one shoulder strap, or any top which is too revealing.

7. Apparel that publicizes alcohol, tobacco, drugs, violence, obscene or profane language/gestures, “colors”, sexual connotations, or any insignia that may be considered disruptive.

8. Clothing items worn in any way depicting gang affiliation (i.e. pants legs rolled up, bandanas)

9. Studded bracelets, chains or any objects worn that are considered dangerous

10. Trench coats of any type

11. Bedroom slippers

12. Pajamas of any type
Disciplinary Action:

1st Offense: Student will be asked to contact parent/guardian for a change of clothes and will not be allowed to return to class until clothing has been changed.

2nd Offense and Subsequent Violations: Parent/guardian will be contacted by the director; disciplinary consequences outlined below will apply. 
Disciplinary Consequences

Violations of any of the above rules or other rules contained in this handbook will be subject to the following consequences and may result in probation or immediate expulsion from the Scholars Academy:
1st offense:
Warning

2nd offense:
Lunch Detention & Parent Notification

3rd offense:
Parent/student conference with referring teacher & written referral to Director

4th offense: 
Written referral to Director AND parent/student conference with Director



Student will be placed on Probation for at least the remainder of the semester.

Further inappropriate conduct while on Probation may result in expulsion from the Academy.

Due to the severity of an offense, a student may be immediately placed on probation or expelled from the program for unacceptable behavior including but not limited to failure to meet these standards of behavior and procedures described above and in the handbook. 

Lunch Detention


Academy teachers may assign lunch detention for second offenses. The student will be given a lunch detention slip indicating the reason for and date of detention. Detentions will be scheduled from 12-12:25 p.m. in Room 252 Library and will be supervised by an Academy teacher. Students are advised to bring their lunch (which they may eat while in detention) if they wish to eat at Upstate on the day of detention. Detentions will be scheduled for the next school day following the offense. A copy of the detention slip will be mailed to parents and submitted to the director. 
Sexual Harassment


Sexual harassment consists of unwelcome sexual advances, requests for sexual favors, and/or verbal or physical conduct of a sexual nature. Anyone who participates in deliberate or unsolicited verbal comments, gestures, or physical contact of a sexual nature which is unwelcome is also engaging in sexual harassment. Any student who feels he/she has been subjected to sexual harassment should immediately notify the director of the Scholars Academy. All allegations will be investigated promptly and confidentially. Any person found to have engaged in sexual harassment will be subject to appropriate disciplinary action and may be expelled from the Scholars Academy.

Bullying

Harassment, intimidation or bullying is a gesture or written, verbal, physical or sexual act (1) that is reasonably perceived to have the effect of harming a student physically or emotionally or damaging a student’s property, or placing a student in reasonable fear or causing personal harm or property damage and/or (2)that demeans a student or group of students, including acts which cause substantial disruption in, or substantial interference with, the orderly operation of the Scholars Academy or university. Students who engage in harassment of any kind will be placed on probation or expelled from the program. 

Behavior Contract

Each Scholar will be required to sign a Behavior Contract during the first week of school. 

Probation

A student in the Scholars Academy may be placed on probation for violating any of the policies outlined in this handbook and for any other inappropriate behavior. A parent/student conference with the director (and teachers when applicable) will be held prior to probation status. Probation means the student has violated a policy and will be closely monitored in that area by the director. The student has no more than one full semester in which no further violations occur to be released from probation. A parent/student conference with the director (and teachers when applicable) will be held at the conclusion of the probation period. Further violations will result in expulsion from the program.
Expulsion from the Program

A student may be expelled or removed from participation in the Scholars Academy for violating any of the policies outlined in this handbook and for any other inappropriate behavior. A parent/student conference with the director (and teachers when applicable) will be held as soon as possible following the violation. Students who are removed from the program or drop out of the program may lose credit for current courses if those courses can not be duplicated in the student’s schedule at the home school.
Appeal Process


Parents and students may appeal the Probation or Expulsion status by contacting Dr. Deryle Hope, University liaison, at 864-503-5769. All appeals deemed appropriate will be presented to the Executive Board who will determine the outcome of the appeal. 
The Scholars Academy PTSO

The Parent/Teacher/Student Organization (PTSO) for the Scholars Academy shall be formed to solicit parental involvement and support. The purpose of the PTSO will be to disseminate information on progress of the academy, support areas of need for academy activities, and provide a forum for general discussion on issues involving the academy and the home school relationship.

All Scholars Academy students, parents, and teachers/professors will be considered members of the PTSO. However, the PTSO Executive Board will be established to lead the efforts of this organization. The PTSO Officers will be elected by voluntary nominations and will hold meetings as needed. They will preside over one Open House each semester as well as any other PTSO Executive Board meetings.  Parent officers will also serve on the Scholars Academy Executive Board and Advisory Board. The PTSO By-laws are posted on the Academy website. Minutes from the PTSO Executive Board, The Scholars Academy Executive Board, and The Scholars Academy Advisory Board are also published on the website.

Notification of Student Rights under FERPA
The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) is a federal law that protects the privacy of student education records. The rights under FERPA belong to the student at the point the student enrolls at/attends a college or university regardless of the student’s age. 

In accordance with the Family Education Rights and Privacy Act of 1974, University of South Carolina students have the right to review, inspect and challenge the accuracy of information kept in a cumulative file by the institution unless the student waives this right. It also ensures that records cannot be released in other than emergency situations without the written consent of the student, except in the following situations:

• to other school officials, including faculty within the educational institution or local educational agency who have legitimate educational interests;

• to officials of other schools or school systems in which the student intends to enroll upon condition that the student be notified of the transfer, receive a copy of the record if desired, and have an opportunity for a hearing to challenge the content of the record;

• to authorized representatives of the Comptroller General of the United States, the Secretary of Education, an administrative head of an educational agency, or state educational authorities;

• in connection with a student’s application for, and receipt of, financial aid;

• subpoena;

• parents of dependent children.

At the time of registration, but not later than 14 days after the beginning of a term, students may ask the Office of the Registrar, in writing, not to release directory information pertaining to them. Directory information includes the following: name, mailing address, telephone number, semesters of attendance, enrollment status (full- or part-time), date of admission, date of graduation, school, major, minor and cognate fields of study, whether or not currently enrolled, classification (freshman, etc.), type of degree being pursued, honors, awards, degrees received, weight and height of members of athletic teams, and whether the student has participated in officially recognized activities and sports sponsored by the University.

Questions concerning this law and the University’s policy concerning release of academic information may be directed to the Office of the Registrar.
The Scholars Academy director will report all grades, attendance, schedules, and disciplinary actions to the student’s home school.

Non-Discrimination and Equal Opportunity
