Actions/Activities/Accomplishments:
Each meeting reports were requested on actions, activities, and plans of the three
academic service units represented on the committee. These units were the
Library, Registrar, and Information Technology. For each report, faculty
representatives were charged with providing input and reporting important points
to their various units.

The most important matters covered by the committee this academic year were:
1)  A discussion of the mission of the Academic Services Committee.
2)  How the budget crisis is affecting the library.  The main concerns at present are:
a)  the loss of PASCAL services (a statewide consortium of 56 libraries that       collectively subscribe to and share databases
b) the loss of PASCAL Delivers services (48 hour delivery time for library materials from across the state
c) the protected materials budget
d) staffing  (three positions will be unoccupied because of a resignation, a retirement, and a maternity leave)
3)  Whether or not this Committee needs a new charge, since there have been no requests for action or assistance during Fall, 2008. Many of the support services now have their own advisory boards.
4)  As we begin planning for our SACS reaffirmation visit in 2012, the Academic Support Committee will analyze and write the segment of the report for the library.
