The FAC met 9 times between August 2009 and April 2010 to establish agendas for both the Faculty Senate and General faculty Meetings. The scheduled October 2009 meeting was cancelled due to the cancellation of the Senate meeting. The scheduled January meeting was postponed because some agenda items had not been distributed ahead of time.  An additional called meeting was held as a result. Generally, items submitted for placement on the agendas were reviewed, sometimes edited and on occasion sent back to the originators for revisions before submission to the Senate and the General Faculty for action.                                                                                                                                   A luncheon was held in September 2009 with chairs of standing faculty committees for the purpose of reminding them, of their official responsibilities, scheduling of activities, reports and the early selection of incoming committee chairs.                                        The FAC Chair met with the Chancellor and SVC for Academic Affairs regularly, and attended the USC Board of Trustees-Faculty Liaison Committee meetings as the appointed representative of the senior campuses. 
Initiatives

The ongoing Faculty Manual changes, namely Chapters 5 and 6; new major programs and curriculum changes from various units (SOE ,Info, Nursing); changes in minors, new courses, revisions and deletions from EAAC; other committee reports from P&T and Admission and Petitions; name changes (Center for Women’s and Gender studies and Teaching Excellence Committee); discrepancies in the administration of Student Opinion Polls; classroom security issues including computer thefts; availability of on campus printing equipment demanded attention during the year. During September 2009 the FAC Chair in an attempt to streamline FAC membership and to avoid double representation asked some members to resign from the committee. Requests were made to the Chancellor and SVC to provide additional ongoing staff support to aid the faculty governance process.
