USC Upstate Promotion and Tenure Committee

2008-2009 Year End Report.

The members of the USC Upstate Promotion and Tenure Committee for the year 2008-2009 were as follows:  Gamal Elnager (Mathematics);  Judi Harris (Criminal Justice); Nancy Lambert (Library); Jane Nodine (Art);  Kim Purdy (Psychology); Tom Reed (Education); Jim Reese (Business); Charlene Walton (Nursing); and Catherine Canino, Chair (English).

The committee met three times in the Fall semester and reviewed six promotion and tenure files. The candidates for promotion and/or tenure came from the following divisions:

· Fine Arts and Communication Studies; 

· Informatics; 

· History, Political Science, Philosophy and American Studies;  

· Language, Literature and Composition; 

· Library;  

· Mathematics and Computer Science

Four candidates were recommended for tenure and promotion to Associate Professor. One candidate was recommended for promotion to Librarian. One candidate was not recommended for promotion or tenure.

There were no changes to the Faculty Manual regarding promotion and tenure or to the process of promotion and tenure.

The committee  approved the revised unit criteria submitted by the division of Language, Literature and Composition. No other unit criteria were submitted for approval.

The calendar for Promotion and Tenure for 2009-2010 has been completed and distributed.

Dr. Catherine Canino has held two workshops regarding the promotion and tenure process. The first workshop was held on March 17, 2009 and the second on March 30, 2009.  The first workshop was attended by four candidates for promotion and tenure and two first year faculty members.   The second workshop was attended by five candidates for promotion and tenure and two first year faculty members. The candidates received binders with the appropriate tabs to use as their summary binder. They also received a packet with detailed written instructions on compiling their files and next year’s Promotion and Tenure Calendar. One of this year’s candidates was present at the workshops to offer advice. 

Dr. Canino is conducting a workshop on May 8, 2009 for the Chairs of the Peer Review Committees.  She will conduct a general workshop on promotion and tenure for the new faculty at their orientation in August. 

Dr. Canino will continue as chair of the Promotion and Tenure Committee in the 2009/2010 year. Tom Reed is the chair elect for the 2010/2011 year.
