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B.	Assessment Committee:
Motion that we consider the revision to the Faculty Manual Chapter 2 page 6 to show the more active role the Assessment Committee has taken. Passed with editorial changes.

C.	Nonprofit Administration:
Change in Nonprofit Administration:
A temporary fix for the suspension of the non-profit program is that no business courses may be taken as part of the minor or cognate.  The reason behind this is because there are a number of courses that have business related names and this causes a problem for AACSB accreditation. Passed, with the understanding it will be re-worked in the fall.

Motion to adopt SGEL 241. Passed.

B.	Graduate Committee
The Graduate Committee proposes a teaching release of 1.5 courses for each graduate course if there are 12 or fewer graduate students in a course, and 2 courses if there are 12 or more graduate students in a course. Friendly amendment take out the Graduate teaching load for fully dedicated graduate teaching
Cons:  Makes the people teaching undergrad feel bad, it is too light a load, teaching releases are given for research not for teaching, there was no response to questions of how thesis were treated. Vote: Yes – 7; No – 18
Motion to send it back to the committee and that it will no longer hold up Informatics. Passed

If students are admitted on “probation” they will be required to take University 101 to help them to succeed. International students who need to re-take TOEFL will retake in the same way as international athletes.  We will standardize external and internal transfers.
