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Additionally, some time-sensitive admissions appeals are decided via e-mail.

Actions/Activities/Accomplishments:

The Committee reviewed appeals from applicants who were not admitted as freshmen because of low high school grades and /or low SAT/ACT scores. The committee evaluated each applicants based on the rigor of courses taken, class rank, academic reputation of the high school and the number of times the applicant had taken the standardized tests.
The committee also evaluated appeals from students who had been placed on probation or suspension.  Once again, each student’s record was carefully evaluated by the committee. The committee rarely overturns a suspension or probation. 

The committee evaluated the catalog changes made in the previously year related to international student admissions, transfer admissions and the assessment of Academic Records. According to Donette Stewart, the addition of deadlines for international student admission was a very positive action.  All freshmen students admitted by the Admissions and Petitions Committee were enrolled in SUNV 101 this fall except for 4 students.   The admission letter sent to students admitted by the Admissions and Petitions Committee will now make SUNV 101 mandatory.

The admissions and petitions committee reviewed 370 student files to determine admission of new students.  There were 330 freshman, 34 transfer students, 3 readmits and 3 international students.  Of the 370 student files reviewed, 234 students were admitted, 123 students were denied. The committee requested additional information on the 13 remaining student before making a decision.
