





























SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION

The Adult Learner’s Scholarship - is an award of $250 to a
student who is at least 25 years of age and is enrolled in a
minimum of six hours. Candidates must be pursuing a
bachelor’s degree for the first time or resuming baccalaureate
studies after a minimum five year absence.

The Clinton Richard Smith Scholarship - is an award of
$1250 to a full-time School of Business student who has il
nancial need. Preference is given to a married student whose
parents are engaged in local small business or industry.

The Eileen K. Burton Scholarship - is a $1,000 annual award
for students in Business whose past education was interrupted
by various circumstances.

The James B. Greer Scholarship - is an award of $500 per
year to a senior 23 years of age or older whose past education
was interrupted by full time employment, military service, or
tamily responsibilities for a minimum of two years.

The Doris Haneline Nursing Scholarship - is an award
of $200 to a nursing student who is married with children
and who is pursuing a second career. Preference is given to a
student intending to work two years in Spartanburg County.
